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Thank you for purchasing the Wheelhouse underwater accent light. 
 
Please read these instructions carefully BEFORE you  
start the installation on your boat. If you are not  familiar 
with such installation or any of the instructions a re 
unclear to you, please contact an experience marine  
installer to perform the installation. 
 
 
Please inspect the contents of the box to ensure that all the parts are 
present, if any parts are missing please contact your dealer. 
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Cored Hull or Transom Construction. 
 
If the space where you chose to install the light is made of cored material 
(cored material is part of the hull where the construction is of an inner and 
outer THIN fiberglass skins and in between them there is a core, which 
can be plastic, foam, balsa wood or many other different fillers), you must 
contact an experience installer with experience in installation of hull 
housings in a cored boat. 
 
If the cored location is not sealed or strengthened correctly, water may 
leak into the core significantly weakening the hull, and the two skins may 
collapse against each other with the pressure of the securing nut. 
 
Do not attempt such an installation yourself; you m ust 
contact a professional marine installer. 
 
 
 
Solid Hull or Transom Construction 
 
For solid hull construction please follow the instructions for the installation 
of the lights. 
 
1) LOCATION 
Find a location or locations 
where the outer and inner 
surfaces of the hull are almost 
parallel to each other, locations 
that the inner and outer 
surfaces are not parallel or have 
irregular shapes may require 
you to contact a professional 
installer for assistance. 
Measure carefully and mark the 
location. 
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2) Use a 2” hole saw to cut a 
hole at your selected location. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 

3) Use a marine sealant / 
adhesive to seal the inner wall of 
the 2” hole that you just drilled. 
Let set for about 20 minutes or 
until tacky to the touch. 
 

 
 
 

 
 

4) Coat the housing close to the flange with the sealant so it is covered for 
at least the same height as the hull or transom thickness, place a 
generous amount of sealant on the flange as shown. 
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5) Insert the housing from the outside of the boat, and have an assistant 
slide the rubber gasket on the inside as well as the housing securing nut.

6) Use sealant manufacturer’s instructions to clean excess sealant from   
     the front of the housing, around the flange.          
  
 
                                                            
7) Read the instructions that came with the sealant, some sealant take as   
    long as 48 hours before the boat can go back in the water. 
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8) Open the “O” ring lubricant tube and apply a generous amount of 

lubricant to both “O” rings. 
 

 
  
 

9) Insert the light into the housing, while taking care to align the 
“tongue” in the light, with the “groove” in the housing (see photo) 
and secure the light in place using the securing nut. Hand 
tighten only! Do not use tools!  
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10) Insert the safety wire as shown in the diagram below to prevent 
vibration from loosening the securing nut, also note in the 
diagram that the sealant must seal the space between the hull 
and the housing flange AS WELL as seal the space between the 
hole inner wall and the housing thread.
